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This is a summary of the 25th Annual Plenary Meeting of TC 188 – Small Craft

TC 188 is responsible for oversight of all ISO standards for recreational boats under the Recreational Craft Directive.

NWI – New Work Item

WD – Working Draft

CD – Committee Draft

DIS – Draft International Standard

FDIS – Final Draft International Standard

EN – European Norm

1. Report of the Secretariat:  
· Norway is no longer a member of the TC
· 13 standards have been published.
· 15 standards are up for systematic review.

· Action: review the list of conveners and submit revisions to Secretariat 

· TC will establish a liaison officer to TC8/SC12, Large yachts.  Action: Conveners to review the liaison list to other ISO TCs and affirm their appointment.

· Sweden asked if TC188 should adopt the ISO 3000 series of standards for recycling or should the TC develop their own standards for recycling of small craft. TC8 (Large ships) is looking to develop a recycling standard for large yachts in SC12.  ICOMIA noted that they will assist TC8 in their recycling standard development efforts.  
· ISO recommended that any NWI, amendments or new standards, be submitted as a DIS-ready document.  The TC discussed the controversial new policy of ISO to have industry sponsors and funding for any NWI.  The US suggested that all NWIs be reviewed by ICOMIA prior to submittal to ISO to assure industry need of any NWI.   
· A list of standards due for systematic reviews will be sent out in the autumn every year.  ICOMIA will help decide whether a revision of the standard is warranted.  This will hopefully eliminate the current practice of members voting blindly for standards in need of revision.  The US drafted a letter to TC188 contending that the voting and review of standards undergoing systematic review is flawed and needs to be changed.  The ISO representative was not in agreement with that premise or with the proposed changes. 
· N1088 is the project status list of all standards, updated 3 times a year by the secretariat, SIS.  Action: Distribute to ISO groups.  

2. Working Group Reports

a. WG 1, Propeller Tapers

· Inactive; both standards (ISO 4566 and ISO 8845) have been reaffirmed in 2005 and 2007. 

b. WG 2, Inflatable Boats 

· ISO 6185-4, Large Inflatables over 8m; WG started revision in Berlin; will be finished this summer.
· ISO 6185-3, Inflatables over 15kW; no action

· WG will be meeting at METS in Amsterdam 
       c. 
WG 3, Deck Fittings and Man Overboard Recovery
· ISO 15085, Deck Fittings, confirmed after a systemic review.  Standard was amended in 2009 due to concerns from Norway on reboarding requirements.  Convener requested that the standard be opened for review now and not wait for the next systematic review in 2013.
d. WG 5, Engine & Propulsive Systems  

· ISO 8665, 
· ISO 10088, Fuel systems; will have a note concerning high temps of fuel return.
· ISO 7840, Fire resistant fuel hose,  
· ISO 8469, Non-fire resistant fuel hose, 
· ISO 13591, Portable fuel systems, 
· ISO 13592, Backfire flame control, 
· ISO CD 25197, Electrical/electronic steering systems; The WG met this week and resolved all comments; will submit the document as a DIS.

· ISO 11105, Ventilation of petrol engine compartment; Responsibility for standard transferred to W 5 from WG 23
· ISO 21487, Fuel tank; the WG assisted in resolving fuel tank standard problems in high temperature return lines and the proposal to allow cleaning accesses (manholes).  A NWI will be submitted to delete the impulse test and to increase the test pressure in the static pressure test.  WG 18 requested that WG 5 take over this standard.
e. WG 6, Retention systems

· ISO 8099, Toilet waste retention systems, published in 2005. 
f. WG 7, Steering Gear

· ISO 8847, Wire rope and pulley systems, 
· ISO 8848, Remote steering systems, 
· ISO 9775, Remote steering systems; Systematic review in 2008; standard affirmed.
· ISO 10592, Hydraulic steering systems; Systematic review completed in December 2009. Standard should be scheduled for revision.
· ISO 13929, Geared link systems; Systematic review in 2008; standard affirmed.
· ISO 15652, Steering systems for mini jet boats; Systematic review affirmed standard.  Still some edits to be made.
· NWI 25197, Electrical/electronic steering systems, transferred to WG 5 and being reviewed by both WG 5 and WG 7.

g. WG 9, Main dimensions of the craft and identification of hull 

· ISO 14945, Builders plates; Published 2004. Confirmed in 2007.
· ISO 10087, CIN, in systematic review. 
· ISO 8666, Principal Data; The stability standards (ISO 12217) and the capacity standards (ISO 14946) might have conflicts with this standard that will have to be resolved. Another WG meeting will be required.
· ISO 14946, Maximum Load Capacity; Confirmed after a systematic review in 2006 though revision are still needed.
· The current convener from the UK resigned and the US offered Dave Marlow as the new convener of this WG.
h. WG 10, Electrical equipment 

· ISO 8846, Ignition protection, published in 1993
· ISO 8849, Bilge pumps, published in 2003

· ISO 9097, Electric fans, published

· ISO 10134, Lightning protection, not a mandated standard, published in 2003  

· ISO 13297, Electrical systems AC; Revised in Genoa with 26 pages of comments; asked to be submitted as a second DIS
· ISO 10133, Electrical systems DC; Revised in Genoa; asked to be submitted as a second DIS; ISO will circulate this standard in the same review cycle as ISO 13297. 
· This WG will move forward with the review of the second DIS for 13297 and 10133, to be completed at METS and then submitted as two FDISs.
· The WG will look at merging ISO 13297 and ISO 10133 at the next systematic review.

· John Adey, ABYC, is the new convener of this WG. 

i. WG 11, Seacocks and Thru –hull fittings

· No meetings scheduled.  Standard up for systematic review.
j.    WG 12, Fire Protection

· ISO 9094, Part 1 and ISO 9094, Part 2; The WG met this week for the combining of the two parts of the standard into a single document.  Numerous complaints from WG members of the convener’s method for addressing, discussing and documenting revisions to the standard.
k. WG 13, Operating symbols

· ISO 11892, Graphical symbols; convener still trying to obtain word documents of the standard and revision comments but has been unsuccessful for 2 years.
· ISO 12133, CO Detector systems, met this week and addressed all comments.  Will submit the revised document as an FDIS 
l. WG 14, Personal safety equipment

· ISO 12402, Parts 1-10, work continues on revisions. 
· ISO 12401, Harnesses and Safety Lines; adopted in 2009. 
· ISO 15027, Immersion suits; systematic review started in March 2010.
· The WG was upgraded to a subcommittee and can now work autonomously and directly for ISO.

m. WG 15, Liferafts

· ISO 9650-3, Liferafts – Materials.  
n. WG 16, LPG systems

· ISO 10239, LPG Systems; systematic review ongoing, standard will probably need a revision in 2011.
o. WG 17, Owners manuals

· ISO 10240; the standard as been reaffirmed, but the WG will be meeting to determine whether to keep the standard to general information or to include all the O/M information listed in each individual standard (which would be a huge task). Will probably need a systematic review in 2012.
p. WG 18, Scantlings, ISO 12215
· Part 5, Scantlings, Design Pressures.  Published in 2008 even though it was not validated by industry.  Systematic review will begin in 2011 after its first 3 years of use; problems exist in curvature and core thickness requirements.  
· Part 6, Structural arrangements; Inactive
· Part 7, Multihulls; FDIS to be ready next year.  Needs funding to continue work. Major revisions to the standard are being done to align it to Part 5.
· Part 8, Rudders; Inactive
· Part 9, Sailing craft – Appendages; the WG met in Genoa.  Split standard into two parts.  Part 1 is dedicated to appendages; chain plates will be in a Part 2.  Will be submitted as a FDIS.
· Part 10, Rig loads; work continues with requirements pulled from Part 9.
· ISO 21487, Fuel tanks; this standard is being amended to solve the 150° fuel return problem and amend required markings.

q. WG 19, Navigation lights

· ISO 16180, undergoing committee review to include LED lights.
r. WG 20, Windows portlights, hatches, doors

· Not active on 12216 since 2002.
· The WG will meet after publishing of 12215-5 and -7, Scantlings, to determine how these standards intersect with 12216. 

s. WG 21, Cockpits and drainage

· Not active on ISO 11812 since 2001.
· The WG will meet after publishing of ISO 12217, Stability, to determine how this standard intersects with 11812. 

t. WG 22, Stability

· ISO 12217 Parts 1, 2 and 3; DIS vote closes in September. 
u. WG 24, Field of Vision from the Helm

· ISO 11591; New convener, Ulrich Heinemann (IMCI).  Comments resolved in January 2010 and FDIS sent to secretariat in May 2010.
v. WG 25, Maneuvering speed & powering

· ISO 11592, Maximum propulsion power; new convener (NMMA), still awaiting documents and work group membership list from the secretariat.  
w. WG 26, Compasses

· Standard was published in 2001.
x.    WG 27, PWC

· ISO 13590, PWC, systematic review completed.  Standard was affirmed without changes even though the US and UK requested the standard to be revised.   Pending changes now waits to the next 5 year review cycle. 
y.
WG 28, Sound Assessment
· ISO 14509, Part 1, Pass-by assessment method, in FDIS vote now
· ISO 14509, Part 2, Reference Boat assessment method, published in 2006 
· CD 14509, Part 3, On board sound assessment method using measurements and calculation, WG met in Berlin to resolve all comments and hope to publish as a DIS in the fall. 
· WG was officially disbanded since all parts of the standard have been written and approved.

z.  
WG 29, Galley Stoves

· ISO 14895, Liquid fuel galley stoves, reaffirmed in 2006.
· Proposed that liquid fuel devices be addressed in this standard.

3. CEN consultant (Nigel Saw) report 
· Worked on the RCD revision and the ISO wish list.  The RCD will be aligned with the new legal directive.   Major change will be the use of referenced standards and the directed use of harmonized standards.
· Continued work on navigation lights.  Supported the decision of both an installation standard for navigation lights and a testing standard for navigation lights.  A workshop will be held at METS to discuss the potential of a navigation light testing standard for new technology navigation lights.
· 9 standards were assessed last year.  4 standards are currently being assessed.

4. TC 188 proposed to remain in a WG-oriented organizational structure and not go to a subcommittee structure (similar to TC8). 
5. WG23, Ventilation of engine compartments, will be disbanded 
6. ICOMIA reviewed all TC188 standards to determine if all were needed and if some could be removed.  Recommend the following standards for removal, though no action taken by ISO at this time:
· ISO 4566, Propeller shafts and tapers

· ISO 9097, Electric fans

· ISO 10134, Lightning protection

· ISO 14227, Magnetic compasses

7. New Work Items (NWI) for the next year includes navigation light installation, Electric propulsion systems, and Inflatable liferaft service stations.  Systematic reviews will begin soon in ISO 8666, Principle data, and ISO 14509, Airborne sound emissions.
8. ABYC proposed that NWIs be developed through the ICOMIA process in order to speed up the entire ISO timeline.   
9. ISO is going to LiveLink for a clearinghouse of ISO WG information.  ISO is also initiating a Go To Meeting web conferencing system for use by WGs to hold electronic conferences.
The next plenary meeting of TC 188 was tentatively set to be held June 27, 2011 in Paris.
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
